Lynn grows this mag-
nificent specimen plant outdoors, in her lattice
enclosed patio. She uses her barkless mix of spon
rock (Perlite), chopped sphagnum moss, charcoal,
and diatomite, but uses larger Perlite than for those
plants that need to stay wetter. Since the mix does
not break down, the plant only needs to be repotted
when it needs to go into a larger pot. She waters
once a week, or in winter waits until a week after
rain. C. percivaliana does want to stay on the dry
side, especially in winter, so this approach works
well.
